Lesson 2
Salvation by Grace 



The goal of Lesson Three is to encourage each Believer to follow Jesus in water
baptism. At Church on the Rock, we water baptize subsequent to salvation by
immersion in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Born-again Believers who
have been water baptized prior to joining our Church are welcomed as members by
their profession of faith.

If an individual feels the need or the desire to be re-baptized at any point in their walk
with Christ, we encourage that person to follow through in faith and refresh their
commitment to God. Water baptism is a powerful experience which offers much to the
Believer.

Here are a few examples of God using water as a sign of His salvation:

1. Baptism of ____________________
Genesis 1:7-9
God separated the waters from waters and cleansed/washed the heavenlies.

1 Corinthians 10:2 — “All were baptized into Moses in the cloud and in the sea”
Exodus 14:13 — “And Moses said to the people, "Do not be afraid. Stand still, and see the
salvation of the LORD, which He will accomplish for you today. For the Egyptians
whom you see today, you shall see again no more forever.”

 The Red Sea became a watery grave to the enemies of the past while symbolizing
the washing and cleansing of the Children of Israel after they had been delivered
from Pharaoh and Egypt.

4. Baptism of ___________________
Acts 19:4 — “Then Paul said, John indeed baptized with a baptism of repentance…"

Acts 1:8 — “But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and
you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the
end of the earth.”

Acts 2
1 "When the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one
place. 2 And suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind,
and it filled the whole house where they were sitting. 3 Then there appeared to them
divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them. 4 And they were all filled
with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them
utterance.”

Peter later described this occurrence to be a fulfillment of the prophecy of ___________.

Acts 8
4 Therefore those who were scattered went everywhere preaching the word. 5 Then
Philip went down to the city of Samaria and preached Christ to them. 6 And the
multitudes with one accord heeded the things spoken by Philip, hearing and seeing
the miracles which he did.
14 Now when the apostles who were at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received
the word of God, they sent Peter and John to them, 15 who, when they had come down,
prayed for them that they might receive the Holy Spirit. 16 For as yet He had fallen
upon none of them. They had only been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 17
Then they laid hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit. 

People were saved and water baptized in Samaria but had not yet received the
Baptism of the ___________ ____________.

Acts 10
44 While Peter was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit fell upon all those who
heard the word. 45 And those of the circumcision who believed were astonished, as
many as came with Peter, because the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out on
the Gentiles also. 46 For they heard them speak with tongues and magnify God. Then
Peter answered, 47 "Can anyone forbid water, that these should not be baptized who
have received the Holy Spirit just as we have?” 48 And he commanded them to be
baptized in the name of the Lord. Then they asked him to stay a few days.

Lesson 4
Receiving the Holy Spirit



While Gentiles were listening to the preaching of Peter in Caesarea, they believed and
were saved and filled with the Holy Spirit ___________ to being baptized in water.

I suppose the order does not matter to God near as much as formulas seem to matter
to some denominations. What matters most to God is that we __________ __________
and become a power-filled witness for Jesus.

Acts 19
1 And it happened, while Apollos was at Corinth, that Paul, having passed through the
upper regions, came to Ephesus. And finding some disciples 2 he said to them, "Did
you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?" So they said to him, "We have not so
much as heard whether there is a holy Spirit.” 3 And he said to them, "Into what then
were you baptized?" So they said, "Into John's baptism.” 4 Then Paul said, "John indeed
baptized with a baptism of repentance, saying to the people that they should believe
on Him who would come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus.” 5 When they heard this,
they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 6 And when Paul had laid hands on
them, the Holy Spirit came upon them, and they spoke with tongues and prophesied. 7
Now the men were about twelve in all.

The Apostle Paul assumed these preachers had accepted Jesus as Lord and Savior. He
questioned them as to whether they had received the _____________ _______________
since they believed. Evidently receiving the Holy Spirit, in the manner to which Paul
was referring, was an experience subsequent to salvation.

These disciples had not yet been saved but believed and preached the message of
__________________ taught by John the Baptist. Paul used this opportunity to lead them
to Christ and baptize them in water and when he laid his hands on them they received
the in-filling of the Holy Spirit.

After a person is born-again, there seems to be two basic conditions to receiving the
power and the commission to be a witness:
